Application Guidelines for Outstanding Foreign Student Scholarships
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Revised and approved by the Committee for the Promotion of International Affairs on December 10, 2024
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These Guidelines have been established to further cultivate exceptional international
academic talent and to encourage foreign students admitted to the master's and doctoral
programs of National Taipei University of Nursing and Health Sciences (NTUNHS) who

demonstrate outstanding performance in their respective research fields.
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Foreign students who are officially enrolled at NTUNHS are eligible to apply. Exchange
students, in-service students, Students in extended study status and dual-degree program
students are not eligible. Applicants must meet one of the following criteria:
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Freshmen applicants in master's program:
Applicants must have achieved an academic average of at least 80 (on a 100-point
scale) in their highest degree prior to admission, and must submit proof of relevant
academic excellence or honors.
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Freshmen applicants in doctoral program:
Applicants must have achieved an academic average of at least 80 (on a 100-point
scale) in their highest degree prior to admission, and must provide proof of journal
publication and proof of relevant academic excellence or honors.
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Existing Students: Applicants must have achieved an academic average of 90 and
a conduct grade of at least 80 in the previous academic year, with proof of
academic journal publication, and no record of reprimand or more serious




disciplinary actions.
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Eligible applicants must submit the following documents:

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The scholarship review process consists of two stages:
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Stage 1: The International & Cross-Strait Education Center of the Office of Research
and Development reviews the eligibility of applicants.
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Stage 2: Applicants who pass the preliminary review will be subject to a secondary
review and final decision by the International Affairs Promotion Committee. The
results will be announced by the International & Cross-Strait Education Center.

2. %7#* Obligations
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Scholarship recipients must maintain at least 80% attendance rate in Mandarin
Chinese language courses during the scholarship period.
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Scholarship recipients are required to assist new students in adapting to campus life
and participate in at least one activity organized by the International & Cross-Strait
Education Center.
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Participate in academic events as assigned by the university, such as online

seminars, lectures, or workshops.
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The award shall be granted for a period of one year and must be applied for on an
annual basis. The maximum duration of the award shall not exceed two years.
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Freshmen: From September to the following July.
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Note: The monthly living allowance will begin from the month the scholarship
recipient actually arrives in Taiwan.

Existing Students : From August to the following July.
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The International Affairs Promotion Committee has the final authority to
determine the number of scholarships and the list of recipients.
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Scholarship recipients will have their awards revoked or adjusted under any of the
following circumstances:
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If the recipient receives another scholarship from the Taiwanese government
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or from NTUNHS that includes a living allowance, the current scholarship will
be revoked.
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If a recipient is found to have received duplicate or excess scholarship funds
from NTUNHS, their scholarship will be revoked, and they must return the
excess amount.
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If the recipient violates NTUNHS regulations or these Guidelines, the
Committee may decide to suspend or revoke the scholarship as of the date the
disciplinary action takes effect.
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Recipients who take a leave of absence, transfer to another educational institution,

withdraw, or are expelled, will lose their scholarship eligibility. Those who plan



to resume studies after a leave of absence must reapply for the scholarship.
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Any matters not covered in these guidelines shall be handled in accordance
with relevant NTUNHS regulations.
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These Guidelines shall take effect upon approval by the International Affairs
Promotion Committee. Any subsequent amendments shall follow the same
procedure
